We had another great month in Sector 312. We aetliev55% decrease in our violent crime,
but saw an increase in our property crime for ttwtn of March. For the®1Quarter 2009, we
ended with an overall reduction of 29% in violeritree, a 10% reduction in property crime, and
an overall reduction of 12% in overall reported onajrime. Even with those substantial crime
reductions in the L Quarter, we continued to see an increas®esidential Burglaries (up
27%, from 33 to 42 incidents) antheft from Motor Vehicles (up 31%, from 26 to 34
incidents) in Sector 312.

Direction, Focus and Community Partnershipsare the key aspects of our fight against crime
this year, each one an equally important piece thaheeded for us to be successful.
